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(1)  The Illinois Phosphorus Risk Assessment is a custom tool for MMP that automatically analyzes phosphorus loss risk factors.  This analysis is based on Appendix A of the Illinois NRCS 590 standard (January 2002). For information about specific risk factors, refer to the Illinois 590 standard.

(2)  MMP's Phosphorus Risk Assessment tool requires Microsoft Access, version 97 or later.

(3)  Be sure to enter each field's distance to water in the Distance To Water column on MMP's Assessment panel.

(4)  Be sure to enter each field's estimated sheet and rill erosion in the Water Erosion column on MMP's Assessment panel.  With RUSLE2, this is the "Soil loss for cons. plan" value.

(5)  The Phosphorus Risk Assessment identifies specific risk factors that may be present in a given field.  No attempt should be made to “average” the factors and assign a composite rating for the field.

(6)  Phosphorus removal rates for double-cropped fields include both crops.
